	     Fire Department Report
Smith presented the fire department’s report. He stated that they had been busy with the live propane burn training, another house fire, a shed fire that they were called to twice, and the PGP explosion. This house fire did not have insurance. The PGP fire is still under investigation. It was contained to the equipment that it was with. The house on Highway 59 is still waiting on insurance before being torn down. There was an ad for new fire fighters in the paper. They have received 1 application back. The fire department worked in conjunction with the Red Cross on their smoke detector grant. They were able to install 50 or 51 smoke detectors in home around town. This was a Red Cross grant with volunteers from the fire department helping to install. Smith stated that the district may be looking at updating their mutual aid agreement. With this they will be asking how much mutual aid is given until a department starts billing. 

Chief Smith stated that the donation from F&M Bank that was accepted at the last meeting went to by 11 sets of turn out gear. He stated that they are going to have to look at upgrading helmets that will cost around $6,000.00. He brought up looking into the National Joint Powers Alliance. Linscheid will look into this. Smith also discussed a paper service fee. He will bring an example the next time he comes to the meeting.
