	     Detachment of Parcel 32-108-1010
Parcel 32-108-1010 is requesting to detach from the City. They are SECT-08 TWP-115 RANG-41. This is in our Rural Service District. Within this district, the tax rate is the same as Friendship Township. 

By detaching, the parcel in question would not be tied to any future bonds. In 2014 when another parcel requested a detachment, we came up with the agreement that they would be indebted for current bonds, but no future bonds would be assessed to their property. After speaking with the attorney, he recommends that the Council state their position as not wanting the parcel to detach. Then as they go into mediation, try and have a similar agreement.  
Motion by Linscheid to have the position of the City to not allow the detachment of the parcel. Seconded by Vold. Motion passed unanimously.

	     Anspach Proposal
Anspach had proposed to the Council that he would like to lease a spot at the old sewer plant for $1.00 per year for 10 years. He would need a spot of about 75ft X 100ft. He would be covered by his insurance. The City’s Attorney stated that this would be in conflict with MN State Statute 471.87. This states that it would be a conflict of interest to do a lease or sale with a public official.
