	     Fire Department Report

Smith discussed with Council August’s activities. They had a joint training with the ambulance. They also had National Night Out with the ambulance, the deputy, and North Memorial. PGP provided a pork chop meal. There was 1 call to Valhalla which was a false alarm. The department was allocated $4,400.00 for training dollars. They received an extra $1,600.00. 2017 the fire department is allocated $5,400.00. The pumpers were inspected. There needs to be a fix on the mail seals. This is going to be about $7,500 to $10,000.00 Smith discussed a new pumper/rescue rig. Our newest pumper is 19 years old. They have a life span of 25 years. The new rescue/pumper rig would be a cost of about $400,000.00. Rosenbauer proposed a 5, 7, and 10 year borrowing cost. Smith and Schrupp will work together with the budget.

	     Care Center Report 
Johnson stated that Shari McNamara has been selected as the new Executive Director/Administrator for the Clarkfield Care Center. She will begin work on September 27th. Stacy Jacobson, Director of Nursing, took a different position. Jennifer Barkley will be taking her place as DON until someone new is hired. The Care Center met with Prairie 5 staff to get information on requirements for adding licensed child care on site. If possible, this would hopefully help with retention of staff. Home Care is moving their office from Valhalla to the mall. Rates will increase effective October 1st. Bug Stone Therapies is offering outpatient therapy at the Care Center. She went over the financials. She asked the City to allocate the $150,000.00 that was refunded from the State from the ECPN program to the care center to replace the roof at a cost of $120,000.00 and a boiler at $40,000.00

Aagesen discussed the City’s 2015 audit. She went over the financial statements, along with the management’s discussion and analysis. A hard copy of the 2015 audit report is at the City Hall. She recommended that the Council write off the bad debt from the water/sewer accounts from 2013. She also stated that with the audit and accounting services, with the change in standards they are only going to be able to do one or the other. She would like to continue doing the accounting assistance and have another firm do the audit.
