	     Ambulance

Melinda Hedman was there representing the ambulance. They received a $10,000.00 donation from F & M Bank. Hedman also discussed the purchasing of a new Stryker Power Cot. The cost is $47,159.15 and that comes with a 7 year full service plan. The funds would come from the donation that they just received and the savings that the ambulance has.

Nelson said that it is normally just chloride.

	     Administrator’s Report

Council Information: 

Codification Book: Our 60 days are up and we will need to return the book. I will ask for opinions on how this sounded? I was unable to read through it myself. I think that it is important to call the Cities listed in the book and to see what their thoughts are.  


The Council wishes to buy a copy of the book. They have a few question on if they review each chapter individually or if they review the whole book at one time, if they can make copies, if they can share the Work Doc, if there are rules on distribution, and the process of public participation. 

There is a work session scheduled for April 22nd at 9am. We will be meeting with Bollig and our Legislators on the infrastructure project. The Council wants to have rolls, coffee, and water available. 

We are still working on the audit. We need all of the information to the Auditor by May 6th. They will start the audit on May 11th and be at the office on May 16th. With this, we would like to close the office on April 22nd. The morning we will be in the work session with the Legislators and the afternoon we will be working on the audit items with no interruptions. The Council is ok with this. They would just like a sign posted. 

The Judge signed the Order for the old school. We now have an accelerated tax forfeiture started. This gives the County 5 weeks to get the past due taxes otherwise the building will go back to the County. 

Clean up day is scheduled for Saturday, May 7th. This will be from 8am-1pm with bulbs and tires being picked up from 11am-1pm. 

There were some questions on if the City would be interested in renting out the tables in the Community Center. I have spoken to Keith and the thought was that it is hard on the tables and would recommend against this. The Council agrees and wonders if the hardware store would be willing to purchase tables for rent. 

The summer recreation applicants are being interviewed next week and a recommendation will be brought to the Council at the first meeting in May. 

Murray from the Care Center will be attending the first meeting in May. 

We have been working for quite a few months with the Building Inspector on a Notice to Vacate Premises for homes in town that do not have any running water. After speaking with both Darin and Deputy Jensen, I believe that we are going to have to create a policy for this. I have left a message with Keith Helgeson’s office, as they are the ones who handle our criminal cases, and will see what we all need for this policy. 

We are still short about 75 surveys. The public works department has gone door to door and has received about 65. They will continue to work on it, but these need to be in by Friday. The Council authorizes overtime for the Public Works department if they need to work into the evening in order to get survey results. 

The cameras for City Hall have been ordered. Keith is waiting on a call from Frontier to confirm a time to hook up the connection with City Hall and the City Office. They should be installed in the next few weeks. 

The Futures Meeting Group met on April 14th. The Council approved the housing survey at a previous meeting. We are asking that the Council members, EDA members, and HRA members volunteer their time to go out and survey the City. The training for this will be at 7:30pm on May 12th. If at least 3 Council members are present, a work session will need to be called for this evening. We will split into groups of 2 and work our way around 4 sections of town during the week of May 14-May 22. At the meeting on the 12th, we will like to put a schedule together on who is surveying when.   

Summer Meal Program. Pastor Chris and Peter Ekadu, with the University of MN Extension, have been working on doing a summer meal program in coordination with YME. They are going to do this at North Park during the summer recreation program. More information to come on this. 

Murray informed me this afternoon that he will be leaving the Clarkfield Care Center. His last day will be May 31st. Ecumen will be providing an Administrator to replace him, although they are not sure when one would start. 

Chris will be taking on call time on the weekend and holidays now. He is on the calling rotation. We usually give a monthly stipend for phones. Is this something with him working call that he would get? 

Since he is on the rotation of on-call, the Council states that yes, they would authorize to pay him the stipend. 

Motion needed: 

Applications for the custodian position closed on April 15th. We have had an interest from Doug Clevenger who interviewed for the position when it was up the time before. I would ask the Council to hire on Doug Clevenger at a rate of $9.50 per hour for the position of Custodian. 

Motion by Vold, seconded by Crosby to hire on Doug Clevenger at a rate of $9.50 per hour for the position of custodian. Motion passed unanimously.
