	Dental Office
Open Door Health Centers, Dr. and Mrs. Patel, and the Council sat down to discuss the recent events in regards to the dental office. Open Door Health Centers contacted the City Administrator about 2 weeks back. They went and toured the facility on the 6th. They would like to duplicate the 2 days in Clarkfield and the 2 days in Cottonwood that the Patel’s have been doing. They are a Federally funded non-profit qualified health center. Their clinics include dental, medical, and behavioral health. They currently have a mobile site that goes to Marshall. They are asking for the building and equipment to be donated to them. The Council discussed 2 options: 1: Taking the Patel’s donation and then passing it on to Open Door Health. 2: Have the Patel’s donate to Open Door Health with the blessing of the Council. 
From a timing standpoint, option 2 would be best for Open Door. There was discussion on the urgency of starting the facility back up as soon as possible as patients are looking for new dentists. They would rather no lease from the EDA as they are applying for Federal grants and they want to have a fixed property. The Patel’s intention is to make sure that there are services in the City and that was a big reason that they donated it to the City. Everyone felt as this is the best option for the City and the community as it would bring in a dentist to the area. The Council wants Open Door to make sure that they work with Dr. Terry on all of the items that have already been set forth in his lease with the EDA. They would also like the legal fees, dumpster, and appraisal to be paid for by Open Door Health Centers. The Council instructed Schrupp to write a letter of support for this transaction between Dr. Patel and Open Door Health. Schrupp will also bring to the Council a rescind for the resolution that was made accepting the donation.
