	8.1
	     Care Center
Sharon Johnson introduced herself to the Council. She is the new interim Administrator for the Care Center. She believes that Ecumen is looking at having a permanent administrator by about Labor Day. She discussed that our facility is a 5 star facility and how important that will become in the near future as Medicare will soon start requiring hospitals to refer to 3-star or better facilities for value-based payments. She went over the financial update. She stated that the summer months are generally slower and that the current census was 30.

	     Public Works

Nelson discussed how the ponds were discharged. With the fire at PGP there was a hydrant failure. He believes that they are still waiting for parts. He tested the water, wet spot, by the body shop for fluoride, but found none. He believe it is ground water. Nelson discussed his pending retirement. He will retire on July 11th. He will need to break ties with the City for 30 days. After this time he will get in touch with Schrupp to see where the City is at on a licensed operator. 
Jeff would like to help the Public Works with cutting and dragging the material that we have received from the road project last year. The Councilmembers that were present had no problem with this. 

Chris Crosby put his resignation in for July 29th. Motion by Anspach to accept Chris Crosby’s resignation. Seconded by Lobdell. Motion passed with Erin Crosby abstaining.

	     Fire Department

Smith discussed that it was a quiet month. They had a joint training with the ambulance doing a mock car accident. They are hoping to have another training with the ambulance. The fire department may train to have their First Responders course so that they can help out if the ambulance service needs a driver. They were called out Sunday for weather spotting. Work was done on one of the trucks for lights. The fire department received a $350.00 donation. A resolution to accept this will be at the next meeting. There have been 2 applications turned in. Smith will be doing their checks and then bringing them forward for approval from the Council. There is a fire fighter 1 training that will be help in Montevideo in September. They are hoping to have some finish up and then the new ones will be able to take the course closer to home. Eric Jahn, the building inspector, and Schrupp went to look at the Williamson house. The fire department is working with Williamson on burning the house down as a training. Williamson is working on getting things out of the house so that they can move forward on permits. Smith is planning on bringing in Boyd, Montevideo, and Granite Falls on the burn. Smith stated that they are also in the planning stages for National Night Out on August 2nd. He is working with the ambulance and the Sheriff’s office on this.

	     Administrator’s Report

Council Information: 

The building inspector was in the City looking at 3 properties that would need to be listed as hazardous and condemned. Darin Haslip looked at the property located at 921 12th Ave. The owner of this property is working with the City, the building inspector, Countryside Public Health, and the fire department. He is filling out paperwork to see if we can do a training burn at that location. He also looked at the property located at 705 11th Ave. He is giving him 30 days to take care of the building. I have notified the City’s attorney on this. The last property was at 908 9th St. This house is being taken back by the County for unpaid taxes. Darin spoke with Janel Timm from the County on the importance of noting it as a hazardous building. She stated that it would be one then that they would take down rather than  auction it off. 

The Block Party was canceled. The Prairie Cardinals rescheduled this for June 27th at 5:30pm.   

I went to a funding training put on by Bollig on Monday morning. I met with Bollig employees and the Clerks from Echo, Wood Lake, Hanley Falls, and Sacred Heart. 
The Consumer Confidence Report is available on the City’s website. This will be posted on the postcard bills this month. 

Filing for the offices this year will be August 2-August 16th. There are 3 open positions. 2 Council seats and the Mayor’s position.  

Melinda Hedman worked for the City for a week and then was offered a full time job. She was done as of the 10th. I want to thank her for setting up soccer and volleyball. Emily will be taking over those duties. Her salary was for $2,000.00 for an approximate 8 week. I would like to make sure that she gets at least the $250.00 for the week that she worked. The Council would like to pay her this also. 
I spoke with Amy from Dana F. Cole. With the turnover rate in their office, they will have to extend our audit. They will now have until August 15th to get the audit done. She is hoping to have it finished by the end of July though. 

The City of Currie has asked Clarkfield to send a letter of support for the Governor to call a special session as they were also listed on the Governor’s project list. The Council said to send the letter of support. 
Anspach shared that the house on the East end of Hwy 67 was sold. The person who sold is hoping to get it fixed up.
