	     Sheriff’s Report 
Deputy Jenson brought in his calls for service sheet. He stated that he had a complaint about Paul Anspach’s lot about the tarp on the ground and the aluminum crates. The Council stated that he is working on cleaning up the area and to have Deputy Jenson talk with Anspach to see a timeframe on when a few of these things will be addressed. 

He also had a complaint from Linda Balster on the trees that were hanging over her fence from a neighbor’s property. This is a civil matter that they will have to address with each other. 

Deputy Jenson wanted to know what he should do about Tongen. Duane came to the meeting just as the Council was discussing this. He stated that he did call in a locate and has been working on this. He had some issues with equipment. He would like an extension until the end of August to put up the fence. He will have to do it on the weekend. Motion by Fritz to extend his time until the end of August, but no more extensions. Seconded by Vold. Motion passed unanimously. Jenson clarified with the Council and Tongen that if the fence was not put up by September 1st that he would start handing out citations.

	     Public Works Report
Water and Wastewater: 

Jim is officially retired. August is our first reporting month without him. The Department of Health and PCA are both aware of the changes. Jeff will be signing the Fluoridation reports to the State since I do not have a “c” license yet. Everything else has been running smooth.

Zach’s last day is August 19th. 

Budget Plans: 


This year is the 2nd year on the pay loader. RDO has been starting the process of the trade in. 


The 1565 John Deere mower is a 2013. I would suggest we look into trading this unit in the year along with the attachments.  The Council agrees and would like to see estimates. 

The cemetery has continued to be an area of concern from employees and public. One idea to help the issue we have would be to pour concrete strips for headstones and decorations to sit on. These buffer strips would be 2.5 feet wide, 3 inches thick and run the width of the cemetery. This strip would give room around the headstones for the mowers to not hit and damage the stones. It would also make less hand trimming cause the mower deck could run along the edge. Currently it takes 4.5-5 man hours to trim the entire cemetery. By minimizing this time, our employees would have less backaches and less changes of injury claims. To pour an entire strip it would cost approximately $1,000.00. This is something we could also “renovate” the existing area and help with the same problems. To do the entire cemetery it would cost $12,000.00. 
The Council would not like to see this. There may need to be a future policy that says that all stones would  need to be set in concrete pad that extends out 6 inches on all sides of the stone. 
Streets: 


We are currently working on hauling the recycled material to gravel alleys and roads. To ensure we complete this we have hired K&K to assist us in loading and hauling and when we are done the County will help grade them. 
Interviews: 

The Committee had 2 interviews for the Public Works Technician today and will have 2 more tomorrow. Lobdell called a special meeting to discuss the public work candidates and make a decision on hiring on Friday at 7am.
