	     ECPN Refund-Gene Kockelman, Bob Schlenner 

Bob Schlenner and Gene Kockelman presented information about ECPN funds that were in the possession of the City. The result of the source of the ECPN money was that it was in fact taken from the General Fund and that the Care Center was in need of repaying the City $410,001.01; the decision was made that the City would keep the Reserved $317,689.07 cashed CD in the General Fund to be taken off Reserve and placed within unreserved funds. A second question was raised by Mr. Schlenner that the Care Center could pay the remaining $92,311.94 from Care Center funds or the Council could forgive the repayment and it go toward other repairs that the Care Center is in need of. It was motioned by Scott that the funds be forgiven, Paul seconded and all in favor.

Mr. Schlenner and Mr. Kockelman also requested that since the ECPN Program was on hold, the Care Center would like to stop the $20,000.00 monthly escrow payments so that the fund can be accessed for upkeep such as reroofing.

It was motioned by Scott that the payments halt, Emily seconded and all were in favor.
