· Chief Smith gave an update on what the Fire Department has been busy with regards to training, fire prevention month, and monthly activities. 

· In October Troy, Dave, and Chad will be attending the Annual Fire Chief Conference 

· Bryce Miller will be taking a leave of absence from the fire department for a year

· The fire department has 25 volunteers currently, Chief Smith would like to see that number increase

· The training burn will take place at the Williamson House in November, the utilities will need to be contacted as well as the trees removed from the boulevard

· The Fire Department’s main pumper will need repair in November

· The DNR found a grass rig for the department; it will be $10,000 that the Fire Relief will be paying for. *Jeff Lobdell motioned, and Paul Anspach seconded with all in favor to purchase the grass rig
· The fire department is looking at purchasing a Rosenbauer Pumper at the expense of $400,000.00; the city would need to contribute roughly $250,000.00 and the rest would be covered in a $100,000.00 loan that would be paid yearly from the truck replacement fund. The remaining $50,000.00 would come from either the truck replacement or other means.
