· Clarkfield Area Community Foundation

Berdette Schoep addressed the Council on behalf of the Clarkfield Area Community Foundation.  The Community Foundation is an investment into Clarkfield.  Progressive communities have community foundations.  To date the Community Foundation has raised $225,000.  We have an endowment that is invested by the Southwest Initiative Foundation with the Bremer Banks that we gain investments every year.  5% of our investments come back to the community of Clarkfield.  Schoep passed out Community Foundation brochures for the Council.  The Community Foundation has given over $50,000 to date back to the community.  The Community Foundation will find out June 30th the amount that they will be able to give back to the community.  The Community Foundation is fundraising with F & M Bank will match $15,000.  This is the third time F & M Bank has matched funds.  At this point, the Community Foundation has raised $2,000.  The Community Foundation is requesting a donation in amount of $5,000 from the City of Clarkfield.  This is the 3rd time that the Community Foundation has requested money from the City.  They asked the Council every 3 years for money and each time the Council has approved the request.  Councilmember Kaupang voiced his concern for donating taxpayers money.  The deadline to receive donations for the bank to match is December 31, 2017.  

Hazel Hanson addressed the Council and thanked them on behalf of the Clarkfield Garden Club for the City support.  Hanson also thanked the Public Works Department for the heavy lifting and getting the water on very quickly this year in Lion Park and Chirst Park, along with fixing the hose without being asked.  Last year it took a week to get the water turned on and leaked all summer and was told nothing could be done about the leak.  This year, the call was placed for the water to be turned Thursday morning, and the Garden Club had water Thursday afternoon.  Also, it does not leak anymore.

	             Public Works Director Report – 10 minutes

PW Director Kramer addressed the Council regarding his department.  The city-wide cleanup day went well.  The pool is in need of concrete repair.  The Council decided that Kramer can go out for bids and work with the Public Works committee to hire someone to fix the concrete.  The city crew has been busy mowing and Kramer has looked into some programs like the Green Thumb to get help with mowing.  The tornado siren is hooked and functional – it has been up since November but not working.  Kramer is working on the pond discharges as they need to be completed by June 15, 2017.  Planted flowers with the Charter school in the baskets and they will be hung when the weather breaks.

	             City Administrator’s Report – 15 minutes

Administrator Luepke update the Council on activities of the office.  The audit is going well and moving along nicely.  The internal controls will be updated with recommendations from our auditors. The city-wide cleanup was a success and may be implementing some new ideas for the cleanup in the future.  Administrator Luepke attended the YME School Board meeting along with Mayor Lobdell and Kathy Koetter to present the formal request to purchase property north of the old school building for $1.00.  The school board will make the decision on June 19, 2017.  Administrator Luepke had a meeting with an individual interested in owning the daycare center.  All the potential locations for the daycare were toured and the individual will be coming down again next week to meet. We have requested that the school board met prior to June 19, 2017 to make a decision as this is such a concern for the county, but we have not heard if they will be meeting sooner.  Administrator Luepke submitted the contract for the subscription to the Hector solar garden to the League of MN Cities for review.  We are working on the records retention policy and will present the policy at the next council meeting.  Also, a reminder that Administrator Luepke will be gone for training June 14 through June 16.

	             Garbage Hauling Contract

Administrator Luepke presented a contract for garbage hauling services with Olson Sanitation.  The contract states that the garbage service would pick up garbage for the City of Clarkfield and the City would bill out the service on the monthly city bill.  The current ordinance states that residents need to be disposing of garbage once a week.  Clarkfield is one of three cities in the area that do not have mandated service pickup billed through the City.  If the resident gets to the point of having their water shut off due to non-payment, at that time, the garbage would not be collected as well.  The garbage service would also be able to be assess at the end of the year like other city services.  The rates on the city bill for garbage would be the same amount as current rates residents are paying.  Administrator Luepke will put this information in the newsletter for citizen comments on the proposed change.  

	
	             City Administrator’s Review

Discussion took place in regards to the upcoming City Administrator’s 6-month review.  It was decided that the full council would conduct the review, along with having the Administrator complete a self-evaluation and having the staff complete a leadership survey on the Administrator.  Being that the reviews are private data, the reviews should not be taken home.  It was decided that the Council would fill out the Administrator’s review forms at a work session before the Council meeting and each review form would go into the Administrator’s file. The Administrator may submit a written response to any review that would be attached to the review form. Mayor Lobdell called a work session on June 6, 2017 at 6:15 pm.
